Health Benefits of Singing  

Studies show that singing boosts levels of secretory 

immunoglobulin A (SIgA), a key immune antibody 

that protects the airways and digestive tract. Singing 

strengthens immune response more than listening to 

music or resting because it combines emotional ex-

pression, controlled breathing, and physical engage-

ment. 

Singing reduces stress by lowering cortisol, which al-

lows immune function to improve. It also stimulates 

the vagus nerve, helping regulate the nervous system 

and support overall health. Research suggests group 

singing may enhance these benefits further through 

shared breathing and emotional connection, improv-

ing both mood and immune resilience.
